In reference to your application dated 20/11/2025 and subsequent
correspondence / school inspection in this regard, |, The Education Officer
(Primary), Zilla Parishad Nashik, is hereby granting temporary recognition for a
period of three years from 01.04.2025 to 31.03.2028, for classes 1st to 8th, to the
school named Late Shri Dhanrajji Mishrilalji Bhansali English Medium School,
Neminagar, Chandwad, Taluka Chandwad, Dist. Nashik, along with its address.

The above recognition is subject to the fulfilment of the following conditions:

1.  The recognition period will not be extended, and there will be no restriction on
granting recognition or affiliation after the eighth standard under any
circumstances.

2.  The school shall comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (Annexure One) and the Maharashtra Right of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011 (Annexure Two).

3. The school shall admit children from weaker sections and disadvantaged groups
from the neighbourhood to the first standard, to the extent of at least 25% of
the total strength of that class, and provide them free and compulsory
education until the completion of primary education, provided further that this
norm shall also be complied with in respect of pre-primary classes.

4. For children specified in paragraph 3, the school shall receive reimbursement as
per Section 12(2) of the Act, and a bank account shall be provided to the school
for receiving such reimbursement.

5. The institution/school shall not collect any capitation fee and shall not subject
any child or his or her parents or guardian to any screening procedure.

6. No child shall be denied admission to the school due to lack of proof of age,
religion, caste or race, place of birth, or any of these reasons.

7.  (One) No child admitted to the school shall be held back in the same expelled
from the school until the completion of primary education.

(Two) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.

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(Three) No child shall be required to pass any board examination until the
completion of primary education.

(Four) Every child who completes primary education shall be issued a certificate
prescribed under Rule 23.

(Five) Children with disabilities/special needs shall be included as per the provisions
of the Act.

(Six) Teachers holding the minimum qualifications prescribed under Section 23(1) of
the Act shall be appointed. Provided further that teachers who do not possess
such minimum qualifications on the date of commencement of the Act shall
acquire such minimum qualifications within a period of 5 years.

(Seven) Teachers shall perform their duties as specified in Section 24(1) of the Act,
and

(Eight) The school shall ensure that teachers do not engage themselves in private
tuition work.

8.  The school shall follow the curriculum prepared on the basis of the syllabus
determined by the appropriate authority.

9. The school shall admit students in proportion to the facilities available in the
school as laid down in Section 19 of the Act.

10. The school shall comply with the norms and standards specified in Section 19 of
the Act. At the time of the last inspection, the facilities available-i
were as follows:
